By-Laws of Schoharie Promotional Association
Mission Statement

The Schoharie Promotional Association, established in 1983, is dedicated to promoting the Village and Town of Schoharie by cultivating community involvement, sponsoring activities that will bring people to our community, encouraging alliances with business and community groups, creating educational and fun activities for our community, and beautifying our area. 

 
Article One

Organization
1. The name of the organization shall be Schoharie Promotional Association, hereinafter known as the Association.

2. The Association is organized as a non-profit enterprise subsisting on membership dues and fund-raising projects.

3. The territory in which the operation of this Association will be principally conducted is the Village and Town of Schoharie, County of Schoharie, State of New York.
Article Two

Purpose
The purpose of this Association shall include the following:

1.  To conduct its operation without profit to its members and officers.

2. To organize, sponsor, and conduct fundraising events in the name of the Association – said monies to be used for organization projects approved by the board.
3. To do and perform any and all other things necessary in order to carry out the purposes of this Association.
Article Three

Membership
1.  Membership in the Association shall be accepted by the payment of dues in one (1) of the following categories:

a. Individual

b. Family

c. Patron

d. Benefactor

e. Sustaining

Article Four

Officers
The officers of the Association shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and membership chairpersons.  All officers shall be elected at the annual business meeting in January of each year and said term of office shall be for one (1) year.
1. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Association and at such meetings shall decide on all points or order, enforce the By-Laws and put the question on all point.  The President shall not vote on any question except when the members of the Association are equally divided, in which event the President’s vote shall decide the question.

2. The Vice President shall, in the absence or inability of the President, exercise the office, become acting President of the Association with all rights, privileges, and powers as if he/she had been duly elected President.

3. The Secretary shall record the minutes at regular meetings and be the official custodian of all prior recorded minutes.  The Secretary shall attend to all correspondence, unless otherwise agreed upon, and shall exercise the entire duties incidental to the office of Secretary.
4. The Treasurer shall have the care and custody of all monies belonging to the Association and shall furnish an itemized report at each meeting.  The Treasurer shall make all deposits of money received by the Association in the Association’s accounts, and make all disbursements authorized by the Association.  At the January meeting, the Treasurer shall submit to all 
5. Events for the upcoming year will be determined at the annual business meeting in January.  A chairperson for each event will be named at the January meeting.  Each chairperson shall be given a duty statement, a budget amount, and may solicit a committee if so desired.  The chairperson shall report or provide minutes of committee meetings to the board as appropriate.  The chairperson shall be in control of the appropriated budget but shall present any large request for funds before actual purchase or agreement is made.

6. The Board of Directors shall be comprised of:  the current President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, the past President, the membership chairperson, as well as all event chairpersons.

Article Five

Business Meetings
1.  Regular meetings of the Association shall be held on the first Monday of each month at 7:00 PM unless said day is a holiday, in which case, it shall be held the following Monday or on a date mutually decided.  The board may change the day and time of said meetings upon oral agreement.  Meetings will be held in the meeting room of the town hall at 300 Main Street.
2. Four (4) members of the Board shall constitute a quorum and shall be necessary to conduct business of the Association
3. All officers and board members shall have a copy of the By-laws.

Article Six

Dissolution
1. In the event this Association shall be disbanded, dissolved, or for any cause shall cease to function in accordance with the purpose herein specified, then any and all cash, equipment, supplies, and other assets shall be distributed to local non-profit organizations as selected by at least a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the Board.
