G professional chef h'om Westchester Coumy Mr.,
DiRubba has been involved in a number of food-related
projects that have made the Guiness Book of World
Records, including the world’s largest sandwich, cookie
and brownie, among others. The 2,000-foot strudel, which
will be a new record, won't make the book, however,
because Guinnes is no longer creating new categories.

The record Mr. DiRubba expects to break is his own.
When he worked in Peekskill, he helped put together a
strudel 1,012 feet long.

The Parrott House owner won't be working alone on his
record-breaker. He'll be aided by members of the
Schoharie Promotional Association, a community
organization that Mr. DiRubba has worked closely with on
several projects already.

In fact, he plans to have the strudel be part of a village-
wide celebration the weekend of September 13 and 14.

‘‘What we're planning is a ctreet festival with blue grass
music and a lot of other things,”” Mr. DiRubba said. “‘We
have a lot of activities in the works."”

Mr. DiRubba is hoping to collect most of the strudel
ingredients through donations because he’s planning to sell
slices of it to raise money for community projects.

“*The money will go to the Promotional Association, but
we're not sure what to use it for yet," he said. ““We'll either
put it towards repairing the community pool or restoring a
stagecoach that used to run between the railroad depot and
the Parrott House. We really want to restore that stage, but
the pool’s important, too."”
